The CO’s Corner 

As the Commanding Officer of what I believe to be the most proficient Regiment in the 2nd Division I am immensely proud of the efforts of all ranks in the Unit. The pride I have for the soldiers comes from a number of sources.

The dedication that the members of the Regiment display towards soldiering is one of these sources. On a number of occasions this year I have asked them to change what they are doing a number of times and at times at very short notice to support operations within Australia and overseas. Despite the difficulties these changes entailed they have fulfilled the requirements and exceeded expectations.

As many of you are aware the Regiment was to convert to the 81mm Mortar as its offensive support platform. The soldiers of the Regiment were keen to take up this challenge and ready to commence conversion training. At H - one week we were “Ready Mortar FirePlan”. However as all good gunners know rarely does the manoeuvre plan stay fixed. Due to a shortage of mortar ammunition worldwide a decision was made to retain the 105mm capability within 7 and 23 Field Regiments until more mortar ammunition becomes available. In one week the Regiment was able to cancel all mortar related activities and plan and conduct 105mm Gun related training. This was challenging to say the least but again the soldiers   faced the disappointment ,  pulled up their socks and carried on in the finest of gunner traditions.

The final proof of this dedication was displayed in September when the Regiment conducted a courses camp culminating in a live fire activity with 23 Field Regiment. Over twenty soldiers upgraded their qualifications and all Command appointments on the exercise were held by 7 Field Regiment personnel. As a result of this the Regiment is on target to deploy six guns to the field in November where we will be providing offensive support training to the junior leaders of the other units of 8th Brigade.

I mention these things because one of the key components to soldiering is passion. Passion for soldiering is built around tradition and heritage. The heritage of this Regiment is a proud one. In my office at RHQ sits a brief history of the Regiment. Some of the battles listed in history are some of the Australian Army’s finest moments and memories of these are kept alive by organisations such as the Regimental associations. I could not get the soldiers of the Regiment to achieve what they do without being able to take pride in the colour patch of the 3rd Division Artillery which the 7th Field Regiment Association keeps alive. So to the members of the Association I thank you for the support you provide to the Regiment. It is greatly appreciated by myself and the soldiers of the Regiment even if not often expressed.
